Further conflict over Jesus’ claims 

22 Then came the Festival of Dedication at Jerusalem. It was winter, 23 and Jesus was in the 

temple courts walking in Solomon’s Colonnade. 24 The Jews who were there gathered round him, 

saying, ‘How long will you keep us in suspense? If you are the Messiah, tell us plainly.’ 

25 Jesus answered, ‘I did tell you, but you do not believe. The works I do in my Father’s name 

testify about me, 26 but you do not believe because you are not my sheep. 27 My sheep listen to 

my voice; I know them, and they follow me. 28 I give them eternal life, and they shall never 

perish; no one will snatch them out of my hand. 29 My Father, who has given them to me, is 

greater than all; no one can snatch them out of my Father’s hand. 30 I and the Father are one.’

A new heaven and a new earth 

21 Then I saw ‘a new heaven and a new earth,’ for the first heaven and the first earth had 

passed away, and there was no longer any sea. 2 I saw the Holy City, the new Jerusalem, coming 

down out of heaven from God, prepared as a bride beautifully dressed for her husband. 3 And I 

heard a loud voice from the throne saying, ‘Look! God’s dwelling-place is now among the 

people, and he will dwell with them. They will be his people, and God himself will be with them 

and be their God. 4 “He will wipe every tear from their eyes. There will be no more death” or 

mourning or crying or pain, for the old order of things has passed away.’ 

5 He who was seated on the throne said, ‘I am making everything new!’ Then he said, ‘Write this 

down, for these words are trustworthy and true.’ 

6 He said to me: ‘It is done. I am the Alpha and the Omega, the Beginning and the End. To the 

thirsty I will give water without cost from the spring of the water of life.
